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The Synodal Church: ‘I am the Church’ ;

‘We are the Church’
Dear People of God,

The Catholic Church in India will convene a National Synodal
Assembly from 1-3 May 2026 in St. John’s Bangalore, and will carry
the theme “Synodal Pilgrims of Hope.” The gathering seeks to advance
the implementation of synodality in the life and mission of the Church
in India. The initiative is part of the global synodal process launched
in 2021 by Pope Francis. The worldwide consultation invited the entire
Church to reflect on how the People of God walk together in
communion, participation and mission.

In India, the process has been carried forward through
consultations at parish, diocesan, regional and national levels. About
220 leaders of the Church will participate in the National Synodal
Assembly. The participants include 2 Cardinal, 25 bishops, 66 priests,
20 religious sisters, 49 women leaders, 43 laymen leaders and 15
youth leaders from various regions of the country. Their participation
reflects the effort to strengthen the role of the laity and promote
wider involvement of the People of God in the life of the Church.
Among the 220 delegates, 107 are lay persons. A major milestone in
this process was the publication of the CCBI Pastoral Plan in 2024
titled “Journeying Towards a Synodal Church: Mission 2033.” The
document calls for pastoral renewal through deeper communion, shared
responsibility and a renewed missionary spirit.

As I look back at the Synodal process so far, I firmly believe
that first of all a clear and right understanding is created about what
is the Church? So far the people thought that the Clergy and the
Religious are the Church. That was the reason that very often
dissatisfied with the administration, the People would question, “What
has the Church done for us?” Or “Why is the Church not doing
this?” In these types of questions the people think that they are not
part of the Church. They think that they are outside the Church. So
the understanding of the Laity so far was that the Clergy and the
Religious are the Church. That is because for centuries, the Catholic
Church has adopted a hierarchical or pyramidal mode of functioning.
This has caused cancers of clericalism, conformism and
institutionalism. Thanks to the Synodal process, that people have now
come to realize that, ‘I AM THE CHURCH’, ‘WE ARE THE
CHURCH?’. This I believe is one of the greatest achievements of
the Synodal process.

Synodality is not something new. It is the true nature of the
Church. The Church began like that. We read in Acts 4:32-35 that
the believers were of one mind and heart, they possessed everything
in common, no one was in want, but together they gave testimony to
the Resurrection of Jesus by their lives and great grace was upon
them. This was the life of Communion, Participation and Mission.
They were truly Synodal and they were the Church. They were all
people of God. The Apostles never had any distinct dress, no title, no
special place. In Acts 2:44-47, we read that the believers were
together and had all things in common. In V. 46 we read, And day by
day, attending the temple together and breaking bread together in
homes, they partook of food with glad and generous hearts. You see
they were breaking bread together in homes. There was Eucharistic
communion. No division among them. When the division came among
the Hebrews and Hellenists with regard to the daily distribution, the
disciples immediately sorted it out through prayer and appointing
deacons. So the Apostles together with the people, they were all the
people of God, the Church. It is only after Emperor Constantine the
hierarchy and the distinct dress, titles all came up. That was the
decadence of Christianity. And the Church became worldly.
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Also Synodality is the nature of the Church because we are a
Pilgrim Church. We are a journeying Church. “Synodal” literally means
“journeying together” or “walking the same path”. It is derived from
the Greek words syn (“together”) and hodos (“way” or “journey”),
signifying a process of walking together, collaborating, and listening.
Itimplies a collective approach to discussing issues. The whole Bible
from Genesis to Revelation, is a journey from creation to the New
heaven and the New Earth. We are journeying together to the Father.
That is why Jesus says in Jn. 14:2-3, “In my Father’s house are
many rooms. If it were not so, would I have told you that I am going
to prepare a place for you? And when I go and prepare a place for
you, I will come again and will take you to myself, that where I am
you may be also.” So it is evidently clear that we are a Pilgrim Church,
a Synodal Church.

To be a synodal Church, we need a supportive system. We have
already a very well ordered system in the Catholic Church, SCC
units (Anbiams), Parishes, dioceses, Regions, Episcopal conferences
etc. Parish is the basic unit with a Parish pastoral council and Parish
Financial council. Vat. IT has clearly mandated to have Parish council
and finance committee in every Parish. Even after 61 years it remains
a distant reality in some parishes. When we look at the Tamil Nadu
Church which is one of the very vibrant faith community, but sadly, it
is affected by the evil of caste system. If this evil persists then
synodality will be an impossible reality in Tamil Nadu. With the divisive
nature of caste system, Communion, participation and Mission will
not be possible. But if the leaders are delivered from the clutches of
caste system then we can strive to eradicate this evil through making
the Church a Synodal Church.

There are also other minor obstacles hindering the formation of
Parish council and finance committee in parishes. In many ancient
parishes the system of Kothu, Natamaigal, kariyastargal who are
controlling the administration of the parishes for long years. The same
people become leaders by turn and remain in position. Sometimes
they belong to a particular clan. They vehemently oppose the formation
of Parish Council and finance committee. Also in some parishes the
disinterest of the priests are also a reason. Also in some parishes the
village heads hold on to male dominated tradition and do not give
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equal share to women in the administration of the parish and also
forbid girl children to be Altar servers etc. These and many other
factors are a real block to making the Church a synodal Church.

One more important aspect I would like to reflect with you
regarding the ministerial priesthood of the ordained Clergy. The Laity,
Religious and the Clergy together are the people of God. We are all
equal as the Children of the Father. But in making the Church a
synodal Church and stressing the empowerment of the Laity which
is a need of the time, the ministerial priesthood should not be
undermined. People who listened to the word have to be nourished
by the Eucharist. I have experienced this in big conventions. They
have long and elaborate sessions of preaching. But when it comes to
the celebration of the Holy Eucharist the organisers will come and
tell you, please keep it short. Today we are training the Laity in many
disciplines of the Church; Biblical, Liturgical, Catechetical as well as
canonical which is very praiseworthy. I feel very happy about it.
With this laity formation they should exercise ministries in the Church
according to their common priesthood by virtue of their Baptism. But
they need to be in obedience and guidance of the Magisterium. But
sometimes some priests with the mentality of clericalism also
unnecessarily block the laity who are sincere and genuine. Also these
days some laity after some formation are so enthusiastic to go around
and preach. But their life should bear witness to what they preach. It
applies to the Priests also. Some self-styled Preachers go about
preaching without submitting to Church leadership and sometimes
living scandalous lives can harm the community. Also the communion
within the Church is a Eucharistic Communion. Eucharist is the source
and summit of the Church which is the mystical body of Christ. The
power of the breaking of the Word is experienced only at the breaking
of the bread. See in the Emmaus incident though the Risen Lord
accompanied the two disciples on the way and broke the word for
them (preached to them), they realised and experienced the power
only at the breaking of the bread by the Risen Lord. We read in Jn.
24:30-32, while Jesus broke the bread their eyes were opened and
recognized Jesus and recalled saying, “were not our hearts burning
when he explained the scriptures on the way.” So the breaking of the
word should follow the breaking of oneself. Our life should be a
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preaching. Jesus preached through his life. That is why people said
that he preaches with authority. And Pope Francis rightly said that in
the Synodal Church authority is for service.

Thus let us pray that the synodal assembly that is going to gather
from May 1st to 3rd in Bangalore may bring suitable guidelines and
inspirations to make our Church a Synodal Church. In the Assembly
four major themes relevant to the situation in our country are being
taken for discussion. The first theme focuses on interreligious dialogue
and peace building. In a country marked by religious diversity, the
Church seeks to promote mutual respect, understanding and
collaboration with followers of other faiths.The second theme
addresses the inclusion of the excluded. Inspired by the Gospel and
the social teaching of the Church, the assembly will reflect on ways
to accompany those who remain on the margins of society and
sometimes within Church life.

The third theme deals with poverty and integral ecology. Drawing
inspiration from Laudato Si’, the Church aims to respond to the cry
of the poor and the cry of the earth through pastoral initiatives that
promote justice, sustainability and care for creation.The fourth theme
focuses on accompanying children and youth. In the spirit of Christus
Vivit, the Church seeks to listen to young people, support their growth
in faith and encourage their participation in the mission of the Church.

May Mary the Mother of the Church, and St. Joseph, the patron
of the Universal Church intercede for the Synodal Assembly that we
may together strive to make our Church a Synodal Church.
